David Walter and Amara Nwannunu, both ’07, are still classmates, now as freshmen at 
Princeton University. They were chosen by their classmates at Friends to speak at Final 
Assembly. As David noted in his remarks, each member of the Class of 2007 has a unique 
story, and each is well worth telling; we’re sorry we don’t have room to share all of them.

Amara Nwannunu has been involved in organizations from Rock the Vote and Victory 2005 
(New Jersey gubernatorial campaign) to the National Coalition of 100 Black Women and 
her local newspaper. She has been honored by the National Merit Scholarship program, the 
Calvary Community Development Corporation, and the Johns Hopkins Civic Leadership 
Institute. She was involved in drama and sports programs at school, the Discipline and 
Service committees, the second-in-the-state WorldQuest (current events) Team, and earned 
the IB Diploma. She also became known for her work as a columnist for the Whittier 
Miscellany. 

David Walter, a National Merit Scholar and IB Diploma recipient, became a national 
celebrity when he won the 2007 Jeopardy Teen Tournament. He also won the Common 
Wealth Awards statewide essay contest, was chosen for the United States Senate Youth 
Program, and was honored as one of the state’s “academic all stars.” At school, David was 
co-editor-in-chief for two years of the Whittier Miscellany; a leader on the Mock Trial and 
WorldQuest teams, both of which fi nished second in statewide competition; and clerk of 
agenda for the Business Meeting—and that was just his senior year. He was also one of seven 
members of the Class of 2007 to complete more than 100 hours of community service, and 
participated in the summer 2006 school service trip to New Orleans.
